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Background Information, Analysis, and Findings:  
This report was developed in response to an application received from the operator of New Pride Co., located at 2757 East Del Amo Boulevard in the City of Rancho Dominguez in Los Angeles County; for a Renewal Minor Waste Tire Facilities Permit (WTFP).  The facility stores approximately 3000 waste tires.  The incoming waste tires are received at the designated unloading/sorting area, which is located at the west side of the facility.  The waste tires are immediately sent into the facility to be retreaded. At the end of business day, the remaining waste tires are sorted into two piles (14' x 100' x 6' and 75' x 90' x 6'), located outdoors, at the north side of the facility.  The waste tires are covered with a water resistant tarp, and the circulation of waste tires is such that the storage time is no longer than three weeks.  Waste tires that are not suitable for retread are sorted and hauled out by a registered waste tire hauler.
Staff of the Waste Compliance and Mitigation Program, Permitting and Local Enforcement Agency Support Division (PLEAS) received the application for a Minor WTFP on November 16, 2009.  On December 16, 2009, staff of the PLEAS accepted the application as complete and pursuant to Title 14, Section 18425, the Department has 180 calendar days from the date the application is accepted as complete to either issue or deny the issuance of a WTFP.  The Department is not required to act until June 14, 2010.  The current WTFP expired on February 24, 2010. 

Findings:
Staff recommends approval of the issuance of the proposed permit.  All of the required submittals and findings required by Title 14, Section 18431 have been provided and made. Staff has determined that CEQA requirements have been met to support concurrence.  The findings that are required to be made by The Department when reaching a determination are summarized in the following table.  The documents on which staff’s findings are based are permanently maintained in the facility files maintained by the Waste Compliance and Mitigation Program.

Compliance History:

The facility was inspected by CEED on December 1, 2009.  Staff observed a violation due to the storage of tires being less than 10 feet from the permitted boundary.  Staff conducted a re-inspection on January 25, 2010, and determined the facility to be in compliance, and observed no additional violations.  With the exception of the noted violation and the expiration of the WTFP on February 24, 2010, staff has not observed any violations of Waste Tire Storage Standards or other permit requirements during the last five years.  Issuance of this WTFP will correct the violation for operating without a permit. 
Environmental Analysis:
This is a renewal of an existing Minor WTFP that was supported by CEQA documentation; SCH No. 1999111048.  CalRecycle, acting as Lead Agency, circulated a Mitigated Negative Declaration for a 30 day review from November 9, 1999 through December 8, 1999.  The Mitigated Negative Declaration describes the issuance of a tire storage permit for up to 4,999 waste tires.  The Lead Agency approved the project on March 10, 2000, and filed a Notice of Determination with the State Clearinghouse.

There are no changes in design or operations.  WCMP staff have determined through record review and inspections that there are no new significant environmental effects or an increase in the severity of previously identified less than significant environmental effects.  Therefore, the existing MND is adequate.  No new CEQA documentation is required to support the issuance of the permit. 
Local Issues:

A review of the public process indicates that environmental justice issues were not identified by the surrounding community (Census Tract 5433.05).  Census information indicates that the surrounding population is approximately 52.6% White, 30.5% Black or African American, 0.8% American Indian and Alaskan Native, 4.2% Asian, 0.4% Native Hawaiian and Other Pacific Islander, 6.9% some other race, and 4.6% two or more races.  15.3% of the population identify themselves as Hispanic or Latino.  4.8% of the families are below the poverty level.  Staff has not identified any environmental justice issues related to this item.  Staff finds the project and permit process to be consistent with Government Code Section 65040.12, as there has been fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and incomes with respect to the proposed action being recommended above.
Public Comments:

On April 12, 2010, a public workshop was held to provide an update on the permitting process, and an opportunity for the public to comment.
Department Staff Actions:
Department staff worked with the operator and the local Fire District on clarifying portions of this permit package. 
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
