Background:

The purpose of the laboratory services contract is to provide CalRecycle’s Closed, Illegal and Abandoned Site Investigation Program with diversified analytical capabilities and the ability to provide specialized technical support for disposal site and facility investigation and enforcement.  The current contract with Oilfield Environmental and Compliance, Inc., (Contract No. DRR14140) has a term from June 15, 2015 to June 16, 2016, and has approximately $132,145 of the original $150,000 remaining in the agreement.

A replacement contract is identified in the Fiscal Year (FY) 2016/17 Division Spending Plan (DSP) with $75,000 in funding for FY 2016/17 and $75,000 in funding for FY 2017/18 from the Integrated Waste Management Account.  Staff estimate that after the FY 2016/17 DSP is approved a new contract can be advertised, awarded, and executed and be effective on 
October 1, 2016.  To enable laboratory samples to be analyzed for current and potential investigations until the new contract can become effective staff recommend amending the current agreement with a new term end date of September 30, 2016.
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
