	The 6 percent increase in the diversion rate from 1999 to 2000 is the result of a decrease in disposal of over 5,600 tons, due primarily to the recently implemented residential curbside collection of yard waste.  The City realized a high participation rate and potential for very clean loads for compost.  Also the Pittsburg Transfer Station expanded sorting activities to increase diversion of wood, C&D, green waste, and scrap metals.  The transfer station diverted 38% of its volume accepted in the year 2000.
