Consideration Of Contractor ForThe Evaluation Of The Northern And Southern California Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Technology Centers Contract (Tire Recycling Management Fund, FY 2002/2003)

I.
ISSUE/PROBLEM STATEMENT

This item concerns the approval of a contractor for the evaluation of the activities and results of the Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Technology Centers (RACTCs).

II.
ITEM HISTORY

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) approved the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program (Five-Year Plan) at its March 2001 meeting.  The Five-Year Plan allocates $250,000 per center from the Tire Recycling Management Fund for each of Fiscal Years (FY) 2001/2002-2005/2006, to fund the Northern and Southern California Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Technology Centers (NCRACTC and SCRACTC).  Both centers will conduct activities to promote the use of rubberized asphalt concrete (RAC).  

Because the Board is required to evaluate its waste tire programs, the Board approved $225,000 for each center for two fiscal years (FY 2001/2002 and 2002/2003) at its November 2001 meeting.  The remaining $50,000 from the allocation for these two fiscal years ($100,000 total) was set aside to fund the evaluation of the Centers.  The Board approved the Scope of Work for this contract at its January 2002 meeting.  In May 2002, staff issued a Request for Offer (RFO) against the Department of General Services (DGS) Master Service Agreement (MSA) process.  No proposals were received in response to the RFO and therefore, the $50,000 allocated for the RACTCs evaluation contract from FY 2001/2002 were reallocated at the Board’s June 2002 meeting.  In September 2002, the Board redirected an additional $50,000 of FY 2002/2003 funds to cover the funds that were lost when no contract was executed by the end of FY 2001/2002.  In December 2002, staff issued a second RFO for the RACTCs evaluation contract.  

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD

1) Approve the Contractor for the Evaluation of the NCRACTC and the SCRACTC Contract by adopting Resolution Number 2003-147

2) Disapprove the Contractor for the Evaluation of the NCRACTC and the SCRACTC and direct staff to take other actions.

3) Take no action.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the Board approve Option #1 and adopt Resolution 2003-147.  At the time this agenda item was prepared, the selection panel was still in the contractor selection process.  The selection process will be completed prior to the Committee Meeting and staff will present the results and make a recommendation of the contractor at that time.

V.
ANALYSIS

A. Key Issues and Findings

The agreements for the RACTCs provide for outreach training programs and consultation services to local governments, a staffed technical assistance center, educational and informational materials, and maintaining an Internet Web Site for disseminating RAC information and reference materials.  The agreement with the SCRACTC also includes a task involving a Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) Incentive Grant Program that reimburses local government agencies for plant and/or field QA/QC inspection services for their RAC projects.  The Contractor will evaluate how well the RACTCs are providing these services and make recommendations for improvement.

Staff received four proposals in response to the second RFO.  A panel of three staff reviewed the proposals using the best value method which uses cost as a scoring factor (30% of score) rather than giving the contract to the lowest qualified bidder. 

B. Environmental Issues

Based on available information, staff is not aware of any environmental issues related to this item.

C. Program/Long Term Impacts

Depending on the results of the evaluation and the recommendations made by the contractor for this evaluation, there could be significant impacts on how and by whom the services provided by the RACTCs are delivered.

D. Stakeholder Impacts

Based on available information, staff is not aware of any stakeholder impacts related to this item.

E. Fiscal Impacts

The amount of funds proposed to fund this item is $100,000 from the Tire Recycling Management Fund, of which $50,000 comes from the FY 2002/2003 RACTC allocation as decided at the November 2001 Board meeting and $50,000 comes from the funds redirected at the September 2002 Board meeting.

F. Legal Issues

PRC section 42885.5 requires the Board to provide performance measures in the Five Year Plan to evaluate and determine the effectiveness of each of its waste tire programs.

G. Environmental Justice

Based on available information, staff is not aware of any environmental justice issues related to this item.

H. 2001 Strategic Plan

NCRACTC and SCRACTC are conducting activities to promote the use of RAC. The purpose of this contract is to evaluate the effectiveness of both RACTCs.  Therefore, award of this contract will satisfy Goal 2, which is to assist in the creation and expansion of sustainable markets to support diversion efforts and ensure that diverted materials return to the economic mainstream and achieve Objective 2, which is to encourage the use of materials diverted from California landfills and the use of environmentally preferable practices, products, and technologies.
