	Paradise Unified School District (PUSD) is proposing to redesign and resurface the existing forty six year old dirt/mud athletic track at Paradise High School.  Due to effects from heavy annual rainfall with resultant safety issues, the existing dirt athletic track facility at Paradise High School is essentially unusable in its current state of disrepair, and there are no other facilities to meet the needs of students and the community at large within the town of Paradise and adjacent unincorporated community of Magalia.

	Greenfield High School of the King City Joint Union High School District is proposing the construction of an eight lane, rubberized track.  Once constructed, the new track facility will be the only one of its kind in Greenfield, a small rural town of approximately 10,000 people.  This project would not only serve the High School and Elementary School Districts but the surrounding community and outlying areas.

	Siskiyou
	Install an 8-lane all weather track, curbing to contain track, runways and pits for long jump, triple jump and an apron for high jump.  The current track and facilities for field events is sub-standard and in extremely poor condition.

	The project is to rebuild the track facility at Fowler High School.  The track facility at Fowler High School has deteriorated and needs reconstruction.

	Sacramento

The track and adjoining football/soccer field will receive grading, base preparation and drainage improvements to accommodate the facility. 	Ventura
	The grant will fund the synthetic track-resurfacing component of a larger Oak Park High School stadium improvement project, which will benefit the entire school district and the surrounding community.  The current dirt track, which is used by all physical education classes and all sports, is uneven, has poor drainage, and is marked by large holes created by gophers and other vermin.  Athletes have suffered shin splints and stress fractures resulting directly from use of the track.

	Ojai Unified School District
	Ventura
	This project will surface a 33 year old, dirt track with 7,400 California recycled tires, turning the track into a state of the art, all-weather facility.  The track project is an integral aspect of a multi-phased community project that addresses inadequate track facilities, flooding of State Highway 33 and the City’s emergency assembly area (Nordhoff High School), the restoration of an adjoining wetland, wild life habitat enhancement, and waste stream and water recycling.  

	Los Angeles Unified School District
	Los Angeles
	Brentwood Science Magnet Elementary School in Los Angeles will replace its unsafe decomposed granite running track with safe, durable surface composed of California recycled tire rubber.  The school’s students will use the new track; a majority of who are minority children from economically disadvantaged neighborhoods.  In addition, a number of community youth groups who use the playground for recreation programs will benefit from a new track.  

	Lucia Mar Unified School District
	San Luis Obispo
	The project will provide recycled tire resurfacing for the Arroyo Grande High School track, which is currently a decomposed granite track.  The current track poses a significant hazard for slips, trips and falls.  The resurfaced track will provide access to a safe running surface for the 2,600 students of Arroyo Grande High School and the regional community of 45,000 people.  Goals of the grant are to increase track use by students in Physical Education and athletics, to increase track use by community members and community groups, and to decrease the risk of injury to students and community members using the track.  

	City of Paramount
	Los Angeles
	The City of Paramount is proposing to install a quarter mile walking/jogging track of pour-in-place rubberized surfacing at Progress Park to improve the health and lifestyle of its community residents.  Progress Park possesses concrete walkways, an asphalt service road and turf areas that are difficult for patrons to walk or run on.  Additionally, the service road is used by the adjacent K-8 school and there are tripping hazards, hard surfaces and holes.  The pour-in-place rubberized surfacing would ultimately provide a uniformed level surface that provides a hazard free access walking/jogging path for school children and park patrons while providing a forgiving surface that is safe and healthy for all users.

	Re-construct an existing athletic field in San Antonio Park, replacing the dirt surface with a ground rubber/artificial turf infill surface.  The proposed field will be 120 ft. by 250 ft, and will be able to withstand the high usage that this field receives.  The San Antonio Neighborhood is a low-income, densely populated area, and local youth have few outdoor places to recreate.

	The Fresno Unified School District proposes to convert an existing dirt running track into a new 400 meter rubberized surface running track by using recycled tire rubber at the athletic field site of Edison High School in Fresno, California.  The proposed project will provide an all weather and handicap accessible running track for the needs of the high school student programs.  The project also includes the installation of lights around the track, which will allow the community to use the running track during non-school hours.

	San Mateo
	San Mateo High School, located in San Mateo, California, is proposing to renovate and expand the existing dirt track located in the football complex on the high school campus to an eight-lane all weather track facility.  The school and the community use the existing track, which is in a state of severe disrepair.   The proposed track will provide the community with a walking and running facility for cardiovascular exercise and will provide the school with the opportunity to enhance its physical education curriculum.

	The project proposes to build an indoor jogging track and rock climbing gym during the construction of the new Student Recreation Center at Sonoma State University. The track is used by the American Cancer Society for its Relay for Life, by special education students, the community and YHS students.

The new track will service community members and provide a safe, handicapped accessible source for cardio-vascular exercise for the Ceres community of 36,000 members.

	Wheatland Union High School District proposes to refurbish their existing 440-yard dirt track into a 400-meter all-weather waste tire surface track. Ultimately, the project will be the realization of long-held dreams and goals for many, and a source of pride for the entire community.
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
