Findings:

a.

This permit is consistent with the County of Orange Countywide Integrated Waste Management Summary Plan, which was approved by the
California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) on March 27, 1996. The location of the facility is identified in the Countywide
Siting Element pursuant to Public Resources Code (PRC), Section 50001(a).

This permit is consistent with the standards adopted by the CIWMB, pursuant to PRC Section 44010.

The design and operation of the facility is consistent with the State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as determined
by the Local Enforcement Agency, pursuant to PRC Section 44009.

The Orange County Fire Authority has determined that the facility is in conformance with applicable fire standards, pursuant to PRC Section
44151.

EIR 018 and Addendum IP 87-026 approved by Orange County Planning Commission and filed with the State Clearinghouse (SCH No.
78080895) on 06/07/1988 describe and support the design and operation of the facility. Negative Declaration 309 filed with the State
Clearinghouse (SCH No. 2000111047) on 01/25/2001 describes and supports changes in facility master development phasing and design
capacity increase authorized by the issuance of the permit on 07/03/2002. Negative Declaration 416 (SCH No. 2003121097) adopted and filed

with State Clearinghouse on 01/29/2004 describes and supports changes in facility operations, which will be authorized by the issuance of this
permit.

Prohibitions:

The permittee is prohibited from accepting hazardous, radioactive, liquid, sludge, designated, or other wastes requiring special treatment or
handling, except as identified in the Joint Technical Document (JTD). No medical waste shall be accepted unless autoclaved (sterilized) prior to
disposal at the facility, and shall be pushed in and covered immediately.

d. Logs of special/unusual occurrences (S/U O) documenting all unscheduled facility shut Quarterly
downs, accidents, property damage, employees and customers’ injuries, fires, explosions,
discharge and disposition of hazardous or unpermitted wastes, public nuisance incidents,
etc. and the operator’s actions in response. Verbally notify the LEA within one business
day and in writing within five business days of any facility unscheduled shut down. Include
the facility operator’s actions in response.
e. Number of days during the reporting period and the total number of days during that Quarterly
calendar year where: a) total daily accepted tonnage less exempt tonnage exceeded 8,500
but was less than 10,625 TPD, and b) total daily accepted tonnage less exempt tonnage
exceeded 10,625 TPD.

Upon request by LEA
The facility operator shall submit an Annual Capacity Report to the LEA no later than February 15 of Annually
each year. The Annual Capacity Report shall include the following information for the preceding year:
a) total waste tonnage landfilled at the facility, b) volume of air space filled (cubic yards), include
calculations, ¢) remaining air space capacity (cubic yards) include calculations, d) site plan (color
coded) showing limits of disposal areas (identify wet and dry weather disposal areas), major soil
stockpiles, existing and ultimate permitied contour lines, €) cross sections (color coded) showing
existing horizontal and vertical limits of waste disposal areas (wet and dry weather), ultimate permitted
waste fill footprint and elevations, major soil stockpiles and property boundary lines, f) all assumptions
and sources of data used in the calculations, and g) fill sequencing plan for the forthcoming year.
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17. Local Enforcement Agéncy Conditions:

(These conditions shall be in addition to conditions of other documents controlling operation and/or design of the facility.)

a.  The facility operator shall comply with all State Minimum Standards for solid waste handling and disposal as specified in Title
27, California Code of Regulations (CCR). Nothing in this permit shall prevent the facility operator from complying with all
pertinent federal, state, and local requirements. Nothing in these conditions shall be construed as relieving the facility operator,
or designee from the obligation of obtaining all required permits, licenses, or other clearances and complying with all orders,
laws, regulations, reports, or other requirements of other regulatory or enforcement agencies.

b. The operator shall inspect the facility at least once each operating day to ensure compliance with all applicable State Minimum
Standards, permit terms and conditions, mitigation measures, etc.

¢.  Facility operator shall notify the LEA in writing with proposed amendments to the Joint Technical Document (JTD), at least one
hundred eighty (180) calendar days in advance of proposed significant changes (as determined by the LEA) to the facility’s
design or operation to allow for early consultation, completion of all required documents due process review, filing and the
completion of all related permitting processes. Such notification is required for the following changes: facility master
development phasing plan, permitted hours and/or days of operation, permitted tonnage limits, permitted total area, permitted
waste disposal area, maximum waste fill elevation, maximum depth of waste, site design air space capacity (liner, LCRS, refuse
and cover), and/or estimated closure year.

d.  The LEA reserves the right to suspend and/or modify operations at this facility when deemed necessary due to any emergency,
potential health hazards, and/or public nuisance.

e.  Additional information conceming the design and/or operation of this facility shall be furnished to the LEA (and other regulatory
agencies) upon request.

f.  This SWFP is subject to review by the LEA and may be suspended, revoked or modified at any time for sufficient cause.

g As outlined in Section 16 of this permit, the facility operator shall maintain at the facility, or other approved location, accurate
daily records of the tonnage/day (categorized as Exempt as listed in item 17.1 of this permit, Salvaged, Recycled, Buried Waste,
etc.). Such records shall be readily accessible to the LEA (or other regulatory agencies) upon request.

h.  As outlined in Section 16, the operator shall maintain at the facility a log of special/unusual occurrences (8/U O). The log shall
include, but not be limited to: all unscheduled facility shut downs; fires; explosions; disposal of hazardous, unusual or
unpermitted waste; incidents of personal injury; accidents; and property damage. Each log entry. shall be accompanied by a
summary of the responses/corrective actions taken by the facility operator to mitigate any negative impacts of each occurrence.
Days without incidents of S/U O shall be noted with an appropriate negative entry for such days such as: “No S/U O today”. The
log shall be readily accessible to facility personnel, the LEA (or other regulatory agencies) upon request. A written summary of
the log entries during a quarter shall be furnished to the LEA in accordance with the self-monitoring reporting schedule.

i.  The facility operator shall provide final cover over all areas in accordance with the Preliminary Closure and Post-Closure
Maintenance Plan approved by the LEA, CIWMB, and RWQCB-SA. -

j. The only LEA-approved alternative daily covers (ADC) are those listed in Section B.4.4.5.1 of the JTD. Processed green
material (PGM), as defined in 27 CCR Section 20690(b)(3) and used as ADC, shall be spread and compacted on the working
face on a daily basis. PGM shall not be stockpiled overnight. Any proposal for the use of other alternative daily cover material
shall be reviewed and approved by the LEA with concurrence by CIWMB prior to implementation. If and when any proposed
plans for other alternative daily cover material are submitted to the LEA for demonstration, it will include appropriate
consultation with the RWQCB-SA to insure that any such use is consistent with the existing goals, objectives, outstanding Clean-
up and Abatement Orders (if any) and related issues.
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17. Lecal Enforcement Agency Conditions:
k. A copy of this permit, JTD, most recent LEA inspection report and most recent daily tonnage report shall be maintained at the
facility. These documents shall be available for review by the LEA (or other regulatory agencies) upon request.

1. The facility operator shall record but not count towards the limit specified in item 4.c of this permit the following materials: a)
imported soil used for daily cover purposes, b) PGM as defined in 27 CCR Section 20690(b)(3) used as ADC, and c) broken
asphalt and concrete used for road base and wet weather deck construction purposes. PGM does not include green materials
received that are not chipped or ground.

m. To comply with record keeping requirements for purposes of tonnage limits specified in section 4.c of this permit, the facility
operator shall account for all accepted materials tonnage (including salvaged/recovered recyclables and green materials as
defined in 14 CCR Section 17852) less the materials listed in item 17.1 of this permit.

n. The facility operator shall immediately notify the LEA via fax or e-mail when the accepted daily tonnage less exempt tonnage
exceeds 10,625 TPD. Within five (5) business days of tonnage exceedance, the facility operator shall submit a follow-up report
to the LEA. The report shall cite reasons for the exceedance and measures implemented to prevent a recurrence.,

o. This permit supersedes Solid Waste Facility Permit 30-AB-0360 issued on 07/03/2002.
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
