17. Enforcement Agency (EA) Conditions:

h.

The operator shall comply with all State Minimum Standards for solid waste handling and disposal as specified inTitle 27,
California Code of Regulations.

The’operator shall maintain a log of special/unusual occurrences. This log shall include, but is not limited to, fires, explosions, the
discharge and disposition of hazardous or unpermitted wastes, and significant injurie, accidents or property damage. Each log
entry shall be accompanied by a summary of any actions taken by the operator to mitigate the occurrence. The log shall be
available to site personnel and the EA at all times.

The operator must utilize appropriate measures to prevent litter and dust from escaping the facility.

Additional information concerning the design and operation of the facility shall be furnished upon request and within the time
frame specified by the EA.

The maximum permitted daily tonnage Hr this facility is 400 tons per day, and shall not receive more than this amount without a
revision of this permit This tonnage includes both waste destined for disposal as well as materials that will be exported for
resource recovery.

This permit is subject to review by the EA and may be suspended, revoked, or revised at any time for sufficient cause.

The EA reserves the right to suspend or modify waste receiving and handling operations when deemed necessary due to an
emergency, a potential health hazard, or the creation of a public nuisance.

Any change that would cause the design or operation of the facility not to conform to the terms and conditions of this permit is
prohibited. Such a change may be considered a significant change, requiring a permit revision. In no case shall the operator
implement any change without first submitting a written notice of the proposed change, in the form of an RFI amendment, to the
EA at least 150 days in advance of the change.

A copy of this permit and all other documents required by 27 CCR §20510 &20515 shall be maintained at the facility or at a
facility approved by the LEA. These documents must be available for review by authorized representatives of the LEA, the
CIWMB, or other regulatory agencies.

Daily cover shall be applied to the operating face in accordance with 27 CCR §20670 ef seq. An HDPE landfill cover tarp is
approved for use as daily cover. Other ADC materials may be approved upon written request to the LEA and an RFI amendment

No more than 200 vehicles/day are permitted through the gate/scale. Once inside the facility, some of the vehicles entering the
facility will be directed to the Tehama County/Red Bluff Materials Recovery Facility (SWIS # 52AA-0027) or the Tehama
County/Red Bluff Composting Facility (SWIS # pending ), depending on the contents of the vehicles’ loads.
