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Previous Reuse Assistance Grant Recipients

FY 1999/2000 Grantees

City of Redding: $31,770
Expanded its existing reuse/recycle drop-off area by 6,825 square feet to accept previously discarded materials and promoted their reuse program through advertisements and fact sheets. 

San Joaquin County: $23,500
Developed an educational outreach program to encourage businesses and residents to reuse; conducted waste audits for businesses generating targeted materials; developed a reuse manual identifying locations that use targeted materials; created an advertising campaign targeting the business community; and fostered education through newsletters, articles, and advertising encouraging reuse.
Tehama County Sanitary Landfill Agency: $25,152
Due to unforeseen conflicts, this grant was declined by the recipient.
These funds were to be used to construct a building to expand an existing materials exchange program beyond its current capacity and to separate household items. 

Ventura County: $43,532
Created a high-profile multimedia campaign promoting the ReStore that included newspaper advertisements, a direct mail package, phone book advertisements, a billboard, and regular reminders through the VCMAX publication and Web site, www.vcmax.org/. 
FY 2000/2001 Grantees

City of Arcata: $50,000
Increased the reuse of construction and demolition (C&D) materials generated from construction, demolition, and deconstruction projects with the expansion of an existing reuse facility, and through aggressive education outreach. Expanded the nonprofit Arcata Community Recycling Center's Reusables Depot facility space to enable it to accept and market recovered building materials beyond its original capability. Developed programming to educate building contractors on the availability of the Depot as an alternative to disposal. Marketing efforts established the Depot as a source of affordable building materials for City and County residents. 
Del Norte Solid Waste Management Authority: $48,352
Produced the site planning, permitting, and legal documents for a Resource Recovery Park co-located and concurrently developed with the Transfer Station/Materials Recovery Facility (MRF). Also created construction drawings and specifications for the Park’s a Reuse Center, an incubator for reuse, repair, and architectural and construction salvage businesses. Procured an energy-efficient refrigerator for the nonprofit Community Assistance Network’s food bank. 
City of Lomita: $50,000
In partnership with four other cities expanded an existing program to provide services to the South Bay area of Los Angeles County. This diverted edible food not sold at restaurants, hotels, etc., and provided it to the nonprofit Food Finders, who collected and distributed it along with other essential items to shelters, senior centers, children's homes, etc. in both Los Angeles and Orange Counties at no cost to recipients. 

City of Los Angeles: $45,361
Established a program to seek donations of reusable materials within the Los Angeles area. Targeted local businesses willing to donate reusable functional office equipment and materials because they are upgrading their office equipment. Also targeted electronic equipment manufacturers and wholesalers for their overages and discontinued office products. Performed outreach to the commercial sector to relieve local businesses of functional, outdated, office equipment, inventory surplus, and discontinued items, by directing them to Los Angeles’ nonprofit reuse agencies. 

Sacramento County: $50,000
Established a new Habitat for Humanity ReStore in Sacramento, and enabled it to be entirely self-sufficient within 18 months of operation. 

University of California, Berkeley: $28,119
Established a materials exchange on campus that was operated by paid student interns.

FY 2001/2002 Grantees

El Dorado County: $49,990
Expanded the Habitat for Humanity of El Dorado County’s ReStore and created a countywide C&D material reuse education program. 

Kern County: $40,099
Established an electronics reuse program for County businesses, who participated by donating dated electronics (e.g., computers, printers, etc.) to the nonprofit Merit Corporation. 

City of Los Angeles: $50,000
Partnered with Kenter Canyon Charter School and the Los Angeles Unified School District to replace the school’s small, inadequate library. A 1,600-square-foot California Craftsman-style house that was built for a movie set and slated for demolition was donated to the school and all of its parts were carefully disassembled, catalogued, and reconstructed on the school’s property. 
City of Modesto: $24,059
Developed a quarterly newsletter for all Modesto businesses to promote the reuse of various materials and highlight reuse ideas for certain materials (e.g., food, office furnishings, etc.).
City of Napa: $38,930
Reformed, expanded, and promoted NapaMax (its local materials exchange program) to improve the program’s effectiveness. Developed and supported a new, Web-based system (www.napamax.org) with extensive outreach and technical assistance to solicit listings from the entire Solano-Napa region. 

City of Porterville: $23,603
Purchased tools and other items necessary to enhance the Porterville Developmental Center’s furniture reuse program. Also purchased roll-off bins for their newspaper collection and a freestanding aluminum cover to protect the bins from inclement weather.
City of San Jose: $50,000
Expanded the nonprofit Resource Area for Teachers (RAFT)’s reuse activities by increasing the number of businesses that are aware of and utilize RAFT's services. The project increased the volume and types of items businesses donate to RAFT, and the number of school districts, teachers, and students utilizing RAFT's services. 

Sonoma County: $36,285
In partnership with Garbage Reincarnation, Inc., created an educational reuse showcase and related workshop series to complement the reuse building at the Central Landfill location. The project included: (a) building a rustic facade for the reuse building; (b) constructing and staffing a "Reuse Education Center" within the new reuse building; (c) employing reused materials in all aspects of construction; (d) acquiring from local scrap art artists samples of creative projects using discarded materials; and (e) conducting workshops on employing used building materials in construction. 

FY 2002/2003 Grantees

Nevada County: $4,978—partially funded from FY 2003/2004 funds
Designing, planning, constructing, and promoting a building materials reuse facility, as there is currently no reuse opportunity available for these materials in the County. 
City of Oakland: $50,000
Partnering with the nonprofit Community Woodworks (CW) to initiate an educational marketing outreach program, which will: 1) increase the diversion of reusable lumber from the C&D waste stream; 2) increase the amount of salvaged lumber reused by CW; and 3) educate C&D waste generators and the public about the need to increase the reuse of lumber. 

San Luis Obispo County: $50,000
Relocating the existing Habitat for Humanity ReStore as its lease was terminated. The ReStore is an integral part of the County’s diversion program as it is the only facility that accepts construction materials for reuse. 

City of Santa Barbara: $46,105
Targeting the entire community with a reuse campaign to promote and increase reuse. 

City of Santa Clarita: $49,490
Upgrading the Santa Clarita Valley Swap, a basic materials exchange; establishing a food waste donation program connecting the local Food Pantry, Santa Clarita Valley Senior Center, and FOOD Share with local restaurants and other businesses to donate edible food that would otherwise be discarded; and creating an Art Corner program to make arts and crafts from used materials to be sold at thrift stores. 

West Contra Costa Integrated Waste Management Authority: $49,425
Diverting reusable computers, monitors, etc. for reuse in job training and education programs. Establishing a location for the drop-off of reusable computer equipment, and the nonprofit Street Tech is providing technical skills and job training, and refurbishing the equipment.

FY 2003/2004 Grantees
City of Arcata: $19,225
Partnering with the nonprofit Arcata Endeavor to work with local grocers, restaurants, and caterers to reclaim edible food and distribute it to the needy.
Kern County: $8,382
Enhancing an electronics reuse program for County businesses and residents to donate dated electronics to the local, nonprofit thrift store network. Collected e-waste is transported to and processed by the Bakersfield Association of Retarded Citizens (BARC), and then sold or donated through the thrift store network. 

City of Lakewood: $43,615
Diverting 67.5 tons per month of C&D materials, electronics, etc. from the Bulky Item Collection donations to reuse facilities. The City is working with the local hauler to divert the collected materials to local charitable organizations.
Marin County: $37,728
Creating, advertising, and maintaining a local Web-based materials exchange program, MarinMax (Marinrecycles.org), to divert a significant amount of reusable material from disposal. MarinMax will focus on connecting those with surplus building materials, electronics, etc. with those who can utilize the materials. 

Nevada County: $45,021—partially funded from FY 2002/2003 funds
Designing, planning, constructing, and promoting a building materials reuse facility, as there is currently no reuse opportunity available for these materials in the County.
Santa Cruz County: $46,328
Facilitating the refurbishment and distribution of discarded computer equipment, and upgrading the existing ProMAX materials reuse network using the CIWMB Reuse Assistance Grant-funded NapaMAX Web site as a template. 

Ventura County: $49,700
Supporting the Habitat for Humanity ReStore, the County’s only reuse option for C&D discards. As no pick-up service is currently available, funds being used to collect reusable C&D material donations from homes and construction sites. Additionally, creating on-screen ads in two theatres; Spanish radio ads; and quarterly, bulk-mailings to generate high-quality donations and increased awareness of the ReStore.
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
