Resolution 2004-177
Consideration Of Adoption Of Proposed Revisions To Regulations For The Recycling Market Development Zone Designation Process

WHEREAS, Public Resources Code (PRC) section 40502 authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to adopt and revise regulations, as necessary; and

WHEREAS, PRC §42010-42023 govern Recycling Market Development Zones (RMDZ), and the Board is vested in protecting public health, safety, and the environment; and

WHEREAS, Title 14, California Code of Regulations, sections 17900-17915 regulate the RMDZ designation process; and

WHEREAS, the RMDZs were established to improve markets for recyclables, to increase landfill life, to promote the use of recyclables in manufacturing, to assist local jurisdictions to meet the Integrated Waste Management Act’s disposal reduction mandates, and to create recycling-based manufacturing jobs; and

WHEREAS, the Board directed staff to revise existing regulations to streamline the RMDZ designation process; and

WHEREAS, the Board has considered the regulations revising Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 4, Article 1; and

WHEREAS, the Board provided public notice of the proposed regulations, received comments regarding the proposed regulations and considered appropriate responses to all relevant comments; and

WHEREAS, the Board staff has determined that the proposed regulatory changes will not have a significant effect on the environment and Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 6, Chapter 3, Article 19, Section 15308 – Actions by Regulatory Agencies for Protection of the Environment, is applicable and therefore the appropriate categorical exemption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board finds these regulatory changes to be exempt from CEQA as identified in Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 6, Chapter 3, Article 19, Section 15308 – Actions by Regulatory Agencies for Protection of the Environment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby adopts these changes to Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 4, Article 1; and directs staff to submit the revised regulations to the Office of Administrative Law for review and approval.
