Resolution 2004-178 (Revised)
Consideration Of A Scope Of Work To Evaluate Performance, Degradation Rates And Byproducts Of Various Compostable Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers, Other Food Service Products, And Bags Using Commercial Composting Methods (IWMA Fund, 2000-01 BCP #3 And 2002-03 BCP #2)

WHEREAS, the California Integrated Waste Management Board’s most recent Statewide Waste Characterization Study identify food and yard (green) waste as comprising 26 percent (9.7 million tons) of the materials landfilled, and
WHEREAS, plastic packaging, containers, food service products and bags represent significant actual and potential contaminants in compost the removal of which increases the costs and reduces the amount of material composted, and
WHEREAS, if plastic packaging, containers, food service products and bags were effectively composted costs could be reduced and additional material composted, thereby assisting jurisdictions in achieving the diversion goals of the California Integrated Waste Management Act (AB 939, Sher, Chapter 1095, Statutes of 1989 as amended), and

WHEREAS, the Plastics White Paper reviewed plastics and suggested evaluating and supporting new technologies such as biodegradable products, and  

WHEREAS, the Use and Disposal of Polystyrene in California, A Report To The California Legislature summarized the use and disposal of polystyrene in California and made recommendation to perform appropriate studies and testing to determine the effectiveness of compostable and biodegradable plastics as alternatives to nondegradable plastics.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the Scope of Work To Evaluate Performance, Degradation Rates And Byproducts Of Various Compostable Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers, Other Food Service Products, And Bags Using Commercial Composting Methods.
