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Resolution 2004-185 (Revision 2)
Consideration Of The Rigid Plastic Packaging Container (RPPC) All-container And Polyethylene Terephthalate (PET) Recycling Rates, To Be Used For Compliance Year 2004

WHEREAS, the intent of the Public Resources Code Section 42300 et seq., is to support markets for recycled materials by increasing the amount of postconsumer material in Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers (RPPCs), and to achieve high recycling rates for these RPPCs; and

WHEREAS, at its September 2002 meeting, the Board adopted 2001 recycling rates of 26.1 percent (All-container) and 31.8 percent (PET) for the 2002 compliance year; and

WHEREAS, national resin sales data needed under the existing methodology is no longer published in a format or timeframe that allows for calculating accurate, precise and timely recycling rates; and

WHEREAS, the Board can no longer use the existing methodology to publish recycling rates by July of each year in order to provide six month’s notice to regulated product manufacturers as to whether or not they will be required to demonstrate individual compliance through one or more of the other compliance options provided under the law; and

WHEREAS, based on best available evidence, including declining recycling rates for RPPCs and increased production, use and disposal of RPPCs, the 2003 All-container recycling rate, using the existing methodology, would likely calculate below 25 percent; and

WHEREAS, staff developed an approach, using a proportional anaylsis based on RPPC resin type weighting factors, for estimating the recycling rates that support staff ’s conclusion based on best available evidence that the All-container recycling rate was above 25 percent for 2002, and below 25 percent for 2003; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED based on best available evidence the Board determines that the PET recycling rate for 2003 is 31.0 percent, and directs staff to publish the rate on the Board's web site; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED based on best available evidence the Board determines that the 2003 All-container recycling rate is 23.9 percent, and directs staff to publish the rate on the Board's web site; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Board directs staff not to conduct a Rigid Plastic Packaging Container (RPPC) certification for the 2004 reporting period.
