Consideration Of The Grant Awards For The Household Hazardous Waste Grant Program  (Integrated Waste Management Account, FY 2008/09)
WHEREAS, Public Resources Code Section 47200 authorizes the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to issue grants to local governments with responsibility for waste management for local programs that help prevent the disposal of hazardous waste, including household hazardous waste at solid waste facilities; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to this authority, the Board, at its April 22, 2008 regularly scheduled meeting, approved the scoring criteria and evaluation process for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2008/09 and FY 2009/10 Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Grants; and 

WHEREAS, there is five million dollars ($5,000,000) allocated for the FY 2008/09 HHW Grant Program; and 

WHEREAS, a total of thirty-two (32) applications were received by the final filing date of September 22, 2008; and 
WHEREAS, a total of twenty-five (25) applications were deemed complete and eligible for funding; and

WHEREAS, Board staff evaluated and scored all complete and eligible grant proposals based on the Board-approved criteria and scoring process; and 

WHEREAS, there are monies to fund only eighteen (18) of the twenty-five (25) passing applications.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board hereby approves the award of the FY 2008/09 Household Hazardous Waste Grant Program (17th Cycle) for a total of five million dollars ($5,000,000) from allocated FY 2008/09 funds to the applicants and in the amounts indicated below, and directs staff to enter into Grant Agreements with those applicants until allocated funds are exhausted:
