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 Article 6.2	Source Reduction and Recycling Elements








General Problem Statement





The California Integrated Waste Management Act (Act), Public Resources Code (PRC) section 40000 et seq., provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and safe waste processing and disposal.  PRC section 40502 allows the Board to adopt rules and regulations for purposes of implementing the Act.  PRC sections 41000 and 41303 require each jurisdiction to prepare and submit to the Board a Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE).  PRC section 40502 (c) di�rected the Board to adopt emergency regula�tions regarding juris�diction SRREs and Nondisposal Facility Elements (NDFE) no later than Decem�ber 31, 1993.





In order to ensure the timely implementation of state law intended to promote the diversion of solid waste and the safe disposal of solid waste, it was necessary that the Board, in December of 1993, adopt emergency regula�tions that amended the SRRE guideline and content regulations (Article 6.2). 





On January 3, 1994 the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) approved an amendment to Article 6.2 as an emergency.  In accordance with PRC section 41502 (c) the Board must transmit a Certificate of Compliance to OAL by January 3, 1997 or the emergency language approved by OAL will be repealed by operation of law on the fol�lowing day.  Consequently, the purpose of this regulatory change is to comply with PRC section 40502 (c).





In September of 1992, Assembly Bills (AB) 2494 (Sher, Statutes of 1992, Chapter 1292) and 3001 (Cortese, Statutes of 1992, Chapter 1291) were enacted and became effective January 1, 1993.  These bills made many significant changes to existing waste management statutes.  Among other changes, AB 2494 allows jurisdictions to form regional agencies in order to prepare and implement SRREs and Household Hazardous Waste Elements (HHWE).  AB 3001 required all cities and counties to prepare a NDFE to be appended to the SRRE. 





AB 2092 (Sher, Statutes of 1992, Chapter 105) was enacted and became effective June 30, 1992.  AB 2092 postponed the date by which jurisdictions were to have locally adopted their SRREs and HHWEs to July 1, 1992. 





In October of 1993, AB 54 (Sher, Statutes of 1993, Chapter 663) and AB 440 (Sher, Statutes of 1993, Chapter 1169) were enacted and became effective January 1, 1994.  AB 54 made changes to the approval requirements for the HHWE and NDFE.  AB 440 made several significant changes to existing waste management statutes.  Among these, AB 440 addresses changes related to the following:  preparation, submittal, and review of SRREs, HHWEs, and NDFEs; the formation of regional agencies for planning purposes; the development of memorandums of understanding between jurisdictions; and, the requirements for a jurisdiction to petition for a reduction in planning and diversion requirements.





AB 688 (Sher, Statutes of 1994, Chapter 1227) was enacted in September of 1994 and became effective January 1, 1995.  AB 688 made several changes to existing waste management statutes which included authorizing the Board to reduce diversion requirements and grant a two year extension in meeting the diversion requirements to rural jurisdictions.  This bill also authorizes the Board to conditionally approve planning documents and specifies procedures for the conditional approval.








Section 18730   Scope





PUBLIC PROBLEM, ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENT, OR OTHER CONDITION OR CIRCUMSTANCES THE REGULATION IS INTENDED TO ADDRESS





The intent of this section is to provide the regulated community with conceptual understanding of the purpose of this Article.  





The current section uses "SRR Element" as an acronym for "Source Reduction and Recycling Element."  The use of this acronym is inconsistent with other Articles of Chapter 9.





The enactment of AB 2494 modified the provisions authorizing a city or county to enter into a memorandum of understanding or other cooperative agreement.  The bill declares that it is the policy of the state to encourage local governments to minimize duplication of effort, and to minimize the cost incurred, in implementing the Act through regional cooperative efforts and other mechanisms that comply with the Act.  The bill provides for the formation of regional agencies for the purpose of implementing the Act.





Another change brought about by AB 2494 simplified program reporting requirements in the SRRE.  Prior to enactment of AB 2494, the SRRE was required to contain an explanation of how each of the SRRE component programs were to quantify the amounts of solid waste diverted from disposal through recycling and composting.  The Act, as amended by AB 2494, requires cities, counties, and regional agencies to quantify only the amounts of solid waste diverted from disposal which results from recycling and composting programs which are funded or operated by cities, counties, or regional agencies.   





Due to the enactment of AB 1515 (Sher, Statutes of 1991, Chapter 717), PRC section 41824 was repealed.  This PRC section is part of the authority citation of this section.  In addition, due to changes in the PRC, modification to the "Reference" section will be necessary.





SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





Section (a)


The purpose of this section is to specify the means by which each jurisdiction must prepare and implement a SRRE.  The proposed modification to this section includes replacement of the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This Change is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  Also, a reference to Section 41780.1 has been added.  This section was added to the PRC with the enactment of AB 2494.  It is necessary to reference section 41780.1 in this section because it, in part, provides the requirements for determining the amount of solid waste required to be diverted from disposal or transformation through source reduction, recycling, and composting by a regional agency.





Section (b)


The purpose of this section is to specify that a SRRE must include items identified in the solid waste generation study, solid waste disposal characterization study, and specific sections of this Article.  The proposed modification to this section includes the replacement of the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  The proposed changed is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  Also, the reference to section "18749" was deleted and replaced with section "18748."  This is necessary since the last section in this Article is "18748" and not "18749."





Section (c)


This section was added to specify that the this Article pertains to both the initial and subsequent SRREs.  This change is necessary in order to make it more clear that local jurisdiction must follow the requirements in this Article when making revision to their SRREs.





Section (d)


This section was added to specify that a jurisdiction includes a city, county, city and county, or regional agency.  The enactment of AB 2494 provides for the formation of regional agencies for the purpose of implementing the Act.  For the purpose of implementing the Act, a regional agency now performs similar functions as a city, county, or city and county.  Therefore, it is necessary to specify in this Article that a regional agency is included in the definition of the term "jurisdiction."





Section (e)


This section was added to define what is meant by "funded by a jurisdiction or local governing body."  This definition is necessary due to the enactment of AB 2494.  AB 2494 simplified program reporting requirements in the SRRE.  Prior to enactment of AB 2494, the SRRE was required to contain an explanation of how each of the SRRE component programs were to be monitored and evaluated during their implementation.  The Act, as amended by AB 2494, requires cities, counties, and regional agencies to quantify only the amounts of solid waste diverted from disposal which results from recycling and composting programs which are funded or operated by cities, counties, or regional agencies.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.  PRC sections 40970 through 40975 were added to the reference section.  This reference was established by the enactment of AB 2494 and authorizes cities and counties to form regional agencies to implement integrated waste management plans in order to reduce the cost of reporting and tracking of disposal and diversion programs.  PRC section 41780.1 was added to reference that regional agencies must use the solid waste diversion projections in the SRRE of the regional agency's member agencies.

Section 18731	   Goals and Objectives

The intent of the section is to provide statements which define the goals and objectives for the short-term and medium-term planning periods.  





The current section uses "SRR Element" as an acronym for "Source Reduction and Recycling Element."  The use of this acronym is inconsistent with other Articles of Chapter 9.  Also, minor changes in the text of this section is required for consistency with the enactment of AB 2494.





Due to the enactment of AB 1515, PRC section 41824 was repealed.  This PRC section is part of the authority citation of this section.  In addition, due to changes in the PRC, modification to the "Reference" section will be necessary. 





SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





The purpose of this section is to specify that a SRRE must include statements which define the goals and objectives for the short-term and medium-term planning periods.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.





Section (a)


This section state that SRRE goals must be consistent with mandates of section PRC 40051.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.





Section (b)


This section specifies what objectives the SRRE must identify.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This proposed modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  In addition, for the purpose of clarity and consistency with PRC section 41780.1 the reference to percentage of diverted waste was deleted and the identification of the amount of diverted solid waste was added.  Included in this modification is the addition of the following language: "...divert from disposal and transformation facilities to comply with the diversion requirements of Public Resources Code Sections 41780 and 41780.1."





Section (c)


This purpose of this section is to specify that a jurisdiction must indicate the time frame a needed for the achievement of each SRRE objective.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.  PRC section 41780 was added to reference city and county diversion requirements.  PRC section 41780.1 was added to reference that regional agencies must use the solid waste diversion projections in the SRRE of the city, county, or the regional agency's member agencies.

Section 18732	   Solid Waste Generation Analysis





PUBLIC PROBLEM, ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENT, OR OTHER CONDITION OR CIRCUMSTANCES THE REGULATION IS INTENDED TO ADDRESS





The intent of this section is to require a jurisdiction preparing a SRRE to prepare a solid waste generation analysis based upon the requirements of Article 6.1 of this Chapter.  





The current section uses "SRR Element" as an acronym for "Source Reduction and Recycling Element."  The use of this acronym is inconsistent with other Articles of Chapter 9.





Due to the enactment of AB 1515, PRC section 41824 was repealed.  This PRC section is part of the authority citation of this section.





SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





The purpose of this section is to specify that jurisdictions preparing a SRRE must also prepare a solid waste generation analysis based on the requirements of Article 6.1 of this Chapter.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.





Section (a)


This section states that for the initial SRRE jurisdiction must identify specific waste categories as found in section 18722, of Article 6.1.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  In addition, this section was amended to specify that the this Article pertains to the initial SRRE.  This change was necessary in order to make clear that local jurisdiction must follow the requirements in this section only in the initial SRRE.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.

Section (a)


The purpose of this section is to list the components that must be included in the model component format of the SRRE.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.





Section (b)


The section states that additional requirements included in sections 18734 through 18737.5 must be included in the preparation of the components.  This section references SRRE component requirements contained in sections 18734 through 18738.5 for the Source Reduction, Recycling, Composting, and Special Wastes components.  Section 18738.5 was deleted and replaced with 18737.2.  This is necessary because the Special waste component requirements in this Article terminate at 18737.2 and not 18738.5.





Authority and Reference Sections


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.

The purpose of this section is to require jurisdiction to state objectives to be accomplished during the short-term and medium-term planning periods.   This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  In addition, this section was modified to specify that this Article pertains to both the initial and subsequent SRREs.  This change is necessary in order to make it more clear that local jurisdiction must follow the requirements in this Article when making revision to their SRREs.





Section (b)


This section states that for the initial SRRE jurisdiction must identify specific waste categories or waste types, as found in the solid waste generation study.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  In addition, this section was amended to specify that the this Article pertains to the initial SRRE.  This change was necessary in order to make clear that local jurisdiction must follow the requirements in this section only in the initial SRRE.





Sections (b)(1), (2), and (3)


These sections were renumbered for consistency with Article 9 of this Chapter 9.





Section (b)(3)


This section has been deleted because requirements regarding the hazards of solid waste are found in Article 6.3, Household Hazardous Waste Element.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.

Also, some parts of the text requires modification in a format that is readily understandable by persons directly affected by the requirements of this section.





Due to the enactment of AB 1515, PRC section 41824 was repealed.  This PRC section is part of the authority citation of this section.  In addition, due to changes in the PRC, modification to the "Reference" section will be necessary. 





SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





Section (a)(2)


The purpose of this section is to specify that each component of the SRRE must include the quantity of diverted solid waste by waste type and category.  For the purpose of clarity the following text was deleted from this section: "...for each existing diversion alternative described.  Waste quantities shall be specified by volume, expressed in cubic yards, or by weight, expressed in tons; and..."  This information is restated in sections (a)(2)(A) and (B), therefore, making this statement in (a)(2) is unnecessary and redundant.





Section (a)(2)(A)


The purpose of this section is to specify for each SRRE component jurisdictions must identify the quantity of waste diverted for each existing diversion alternative.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  In addition, this section was amended to specify that the this Article pertains to the initial SRRE.  This change was necessary in order to make clear that local jurisdiction must follow the requirements in this section only in the initial SRRE.





Section (a)(2)(B)


The purpose of this section is to specify for each SRRE component jurisdictions must, for a subsequent SRRE, quantify existing diversion alternatives which involve recycling or composting programs operated or funded by a jurisdiction.  This section was changed by replacing the term "SRR Element" with "SRRE."  This modification is necessary to provide consistency in the use of acronyms in this Chapter.  Also, for consistency with the Board's annual report requirements, the quantity "weight" was move in front of "volume."





Section (a)(3)


This section requires, in part, the description of existing diversion alternatives within a jurisdiction that will be decreased in scope, phase-out, or closed during the short- and medium-term planning periods.  In order to include the impacts on regional agencies a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Section (b)


The purpose of this section is to require jurisdictions to support information provided in the SRRE by quantifying existing diversion alternatives to determine the current percent diversion.  This requirement currently exists in the Board's annual report requirements of Article 9.0 of this Chapter.  Therefore, the following text in this section was deleted to eliminate this duplication, "...: support quantification of existing diversion alternatives to determine the current percentage."





Section (b)(1)


The purpose of this section is to specify that a jurisdiction must account for existing diversion amounts when calculating baseyear solid waste generation rates in the initial SRRE.  This section was modified by combining it with section (b).  This changed provided the regulated audience with information about calculating baseyear solid waste generation rates, while at the same time avoided duplication of requirements currently in the Board's annual report requirements of Article 9.0 of this Chapter.





Section (b)(2)


The purpose of this section is to require jurisdictions to determine the maximum allowable disposal rates for subsequent SRREs.  This section was deleted.  This requirement currently exists in the Board's annual report requirements of Article 9.0 of this Chapter.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.  PRC sections 40901, 41031, 41333, 41780, 41780.1, and 41780.2 have been added to the reference section.  Reference to PRC section 41781 (d) was deleted.  This section was deleted as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.

SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





The purpose of this section is to set forth that each SRRE component must include an evaluation of diversion alternatives which have been considered for local implementation for the purpose of achieving the objectives of section 18733.1. 





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 was deleted from the authority citation.  This is necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.  PRC sections 41280 and 41480 have been deleted because these sections do not exist in the PRC.  PRC sections 41260 and 41460 have been added to reference the SRRE facility capacity component requirements.  PRC section 41780 was added to reference city and county diversion requirements.  PRC section 41780.1 was added to reference that regional agencies must use the solid waste diversion projections in the SRRE of the regional agency's member agencies.  PRC section 41781.1 was deleted.  This section references sludge diversion requirements, therefore, its use as a reference in this section is inappropriate.

SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





Section (a)


For the purpose of clarity this text has been moved under section (a).  Also, in order to include the impacts on regional agencies a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states, in part, the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Section (a)(1)

Section (b)


This section was added for the purpose of informing persons directly affected by these regulations about sludge diversion requirements.  Each diversion alternative which involves the waste type sludge must follow the criteria set forth in (a)(1) and (2) of this section.  This requirement is consistent with this section.  In addition, this section will require each diversion alternative with the waste type sludge to be subject to a finding by the Board as described in Article 7, section 18775.2.  Pursuant to PRC section 41781.1 this finding is necessary.  This statute, in part, requires the Board to make a public finding, based upon substantial evidence, that the diverted sludge has been adequately analyzed and will not pose a threat to public health or the environment for which the reuse is proposed.  Furthermore, California Code of Regulations section 18775.2 provides additional conditions for fulfilling the requirements of PRC 41781.1.

PRC section 40901, added by AB 2494, provides specific guidelines for the preparation, revision, and implementation of the SRRE.  These guidelines include, but are not limited to, the following requirements: a jurisdiction must quantify all solid waste generated to determine the solid waste amount in the baseyear and in the first locally adopted SRRE; and to determine solid waste amount in subsequent elements, a jurisdiction is required only to quantify the amounts of solid waste diverted from disposal through recycling and composting programs which are operated or funded by cities, counties, or regional agencies.  Current regulations require the quantification of solid waste diverted from disposal for selected component programs not just jurisdiction operated or funded diversion programs..





The current section uses "SRR Element" as an acronym for "Source Reduction and Recycling Element."  The use of this acronym is inconsistent with other Articles of Chapter 9.  Also, some parts of the text requires modification in a format that is readily understandable by persons directly affected by the requirements of this section.

SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





Section (a)


The purpose of this section is to require jurisdictions to use one or more of the methods listed in sections (a)(1) through (a)(4) to monitor and evaluate diversion programs being implemented.  This section was moved from section (b) to (a) for the purpose of clarity.  This proposed change does not affect the monitoring and evaluation requirements of this section.  Added to this section is a requirement that jurisdictions evaluate implemented programs to assure compliance with the mandated diversion requirements of the Act.  This proposed modification is necessary to provide jurisdictions and the Board with a tool to determine the effectiveness of implemented programs in reaching diversion mandates.  





Section (a)(1)


This section states that jurisdiction must identify specific waste categories or waste types, as found in the solid waste generation study. In addition, this section was amended to specify that the this Article pertains to the initial SRRE.  This change was necessary in order to make clear that local jurisdiction must follow the requirements in this section only in the initial SRRE.





Section (a)(2)


Section (b)(2) of this Article has been moved to this section.  The purpose of this section is to provide jurisdictions with the option to monitor and evaluate programs through targeted solid waste characterization studies involving recycling, composting, transformation, and solid waste disposal facilities.  For the purpose of clarity, minor modification to the text has been made that will not change the regulatory intent of this section.





Section (a)(3)


Section (b)(3) of this Article has been moved to this section for the purpose of clarity.  The purpose of this section is to require jurisdictions to prepare an assessment of any changes in the design, production, distribution, sale, or use of selected products and packages which affect solid waste generation.  For the purpose of clarity, minor modifications to the text of this section have been made that will not change the regulatory intent of this section.





Section (a)(4)


Section (b)(4) of this Article has been moved to this section for the purpose of clarity.  The purpose of this section is to allow jurisdictions to select an optional method to monitor and evaluate diversion programs.

Section (b)


The text of this section has been moved from section (c) to this section for the purpose of clarity.  The purpose of this section is to require jurisdictions to provide specific information, listed in sections (b)(1) through (b)(3), based upon the specific monitoring and evaluation methods selected in each program. Section (b)(1)

To eliminate duplication section (c)(3) of the original text was deleted because this requirement is already included in the funding component of the SRRE.  The text from section (c)(4) has been relocated to section (b)(3).  The purpose of this section is to require jurisdictions to identify measures to be implemented if monitoring shows a shortfall in the attainment of solid waste diversion objectives of the component or shortfalls in the attainment of diversion mandates.  In order to include the impacts on regional agencies, a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states, in part, the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Section (c)


The text of this section has been moved from the first paragraph of section 18733.6 to section (c).  This move is necessary to improve the clarity.  The purpose of this section is to provide and explanation of how each component program is to be monitored and evaluated during its implementation.  This section has been modified to limit program monitoring and evaluating to only recycling and composting programs that are operated or funded by a jurisdiction.  This change is necessary for consistency with PRC section 40901.  In addition, the text of this section has been moved from section (c) to this section for the purpose of clarity. 





Section (d)


This section has been deleted from this Article.  The information in this section has been moved to section 18794.3, Article 9, of this Chapter.

Section 18746   Funding Component

SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





Section (a)(1)


In order to include the impacts on regional agencies a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 has been deleted from the authority citation.  This was necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.  PRC section 41780 was added to reference city and county diversion requirements.  PRC section 41780.1 was added to reference that regional agencies must use the solid waste diversion projections in the SRRE of the regional agency's member agencies.

Section 18748   Integration Component





PUBLIC PROBLEM, ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENT, OR OTHER CONDITION OR CIRCUMSTANCES THE REGULATION IS INTENDED TO ADDRESS





The intent of this section is to set forth the requirements for a jurisdiction to explain how source reduction, recycling, composting, and special waste components combine to achieve the 25 and 50 percent solid waste diversion mandates.  For the purpose of clarity and consistency some minor changes in the text will be made in this section.  Also, due to the enactment of AB 1515, PRC section 41824 was repealed.  This PRC section is part of the authority citation section of this section.  





SPECIFIC PURPOSE AND NECESSITY OF THE REGULATION





Section (a)


This section specifies that the integration component must explain how the source reduction, recycling, composting, and special waste components combine to achieve diversion mandates.   For the purpose of consistency with other Articles of this Chapter, the "%" signs were deleted and replaced with the term "percent."  Also, in order to include the impacts on regional agencies a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Section (a)(1)


This section specifies that the integration component must include a description of the solid waste management practices which fulfill the legislative goals of promoting integrated solid waste management.  The terms "of priority" were added to this section.  This is to clarify this section's required description, of solid waste management practices which fulfill the legislative goals of promoting integrated waste management, must be presented in the order of priority set forth in PRC section 40051.





Section (a)(3)


This section specifies that the integration component must include an explanation of how the components jointly achieve the diversion mandates in PRC 41780.  In order to include the impacts on regional agencies a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Section (a)(5)


This section was added and includes the following text: "indication of whether the jurisdiction has been designated as, or plans to apply for designation as, a California Integrated Waste Management Board Recycling Market Development Zone."  The Recycling Market Development Zone (RMDZ) was established by the enactment of AB 1909 (O'Connell, Statutes of 1993, Chapter 733).  Under the RMDZ program, local communities, separately or in partnership, may apply for designation.  If designation is provided, recycling industries in the RMDZ can receive financial assistance and other market development assistance.  Information on a jurisdictions participation in a RMDZ in necessary since it is integral part of its recycling program. 





Section (b)(2)


This section specifies that an integrated schedule shall be submitted in the integration component which includes the anticipated date of achievement of the solid waste diversion mandates specified in section 41780.  In order to include the impacts on regional agencies a reference to PRC section 41780.1 was added to this section.  This section was added to the PRC as the result of the enactment of AB 2494.  This reference is necessary because it states the standards for the purposes of determining the amount of solid waste which a regional agency is required to divert from disposal or transformation facilities.





Authority and Reference Section


PRC section 41824 has been deleted from the authority citation.  This was necessary due to the repeal of section 41824 by AB 1515.  In addition, PRC section 41780.1 has been added to the reference citation.
